THE TREASURER SHALL ENSURE THAT ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENTS COMPRISING AN ACCOUNT OF RECEIPTS AND PAYMENTS AND A STATEMENT OF ASSETS AND LIABILITIES SHALL BE PREPARED FOLLOWING THE END OF THE ASSOCIATION’S FINANCIAL YEAR.  WHICH SHALL COMMENCE ON 1ST JULY AND END ON 30TH JUNE IN EACH YEAR UNLESS ALTERED AT A GENERAL MEETING.

THE TREASURER SHALL ENSURE THAT THE ANNUAL FINANCIAL STATEMENTS ARE AUDITED BEFORE PRESENTATION TO THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING BY AN INDEPENDENT AUDITOR WHO SHALL BE APPOINTED BY THE COMMITTEE,  PROVIDED THAT WHERE THE AUDITOR IS CHANGED THE TREASURER SHALL SO INFORM THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING IN THE TREASURERS REPORT.

THE SECRETARY SHALL ENSURE THAT NOTICE OF ALL MEETINGS IS GIVEN IN 
ACCORDANCE WITH THE PROVISIONS OF THIS CONSTITUTION.

16.2.1 THE SECRETARY SHALL ENSURE THAT RECORDS ARE KEPT OF THE ASSOCIATION INCLUDING THE CONSTITUTION AND POLICIES, RECORDS OF MEMBERS, A REGISTER OF MINUTES OF MEETINGS AND OF NOTICES,  A FILE OF CORRESPONDENCE AND RECORDS OF SUBMISSIONS OF REPORTS MADE BY OR ON BEHALF OF THE ASSOCIATION.

IN THE ABSENCE OF THE SECRETARY OR AT THE REQUEST OF THE SECRETARY OR OF A MAJORITY OF THE MEETING AN OTHER MEMBER SHALL BE  ELECTED AS MINUTES SECRETARY.

EMPLOYEES:

17.1
AN EMPLOYEE OF THE ASSOCIATION MAY BE A MEMBER OF THE ASSOCIATION OR ANY COMMITTEE.

17.2
WHERE AN EMPLOYEE IS A COMMITTEE MEMBER, SUCH EMPLOYEE SHALL:

17.2.1
ABSTAIN FROM VOTING ON ANY MATTER RELATING TO THEIR OWN EMPLOYMENT.

REMAIN ABSENT FROM DELIBERATIONS RELATING TO ANY EMPLOYEE IF SO 
REQUESTED BY A MAJORITY OF COMMITTEE.

HONORARIA:

THE TREASURER,  SECRETARY AND ZONE STEWARD SHALL EACH RECEIVE AN HONORARIUM EVERY YEAR,  THE AMOUNT, TO BE DECIDED AT THE ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING FOR THE PAST YEAR.

WINDING UP:

19.1
THE ASSOCIATION MAY BE WOUND UP IN THE MANNER PROVIDED FOR IN THE

APPLICATION OF SURPLUS ASSETS:

20.1
IF AFTER WINDING UP OF THE ASSOCIATION THERE REMAINS “SURPLUS ASSETS” AS DEFINED IN THE ACT,  SUCH SURPLUS ASSETS SHALL BE DISTRIBUTED TO ANY ORGANISATION WHICH HAS SIMILAR OBJECTS AND RULES PROHIBITING THE DISTRIBUTION OF ITS ASSETS AND INCOME TO ITS MEMBERS.

SUCH ORGANISATIONS SHALL BE IDENTIFIED AND DETERMINED BY A RESOLUTION OF MEMBERS IN A GENERAL MEETING.

AMENDMENT OF CONSTITUTION AND RULES:

THIS CONSTITUTION MAY BE REPEALED OR AMENDED BY RESOLUTION OF THREE-QUARTERS OF MEMBERS PRESENT AND VOTING AT A GENERAL MEETING OF WHICH NOT LESS THAN FOURTEEN (14) DAYS WRITTEN NOTICE INCLUDING NOTICE OF THE PROPOSED REPEAL OR AMENDMENT HAD BEEN DISTRIBUTED IN ACCORD WITH THIS CONSTITUTION.

21.2
RULES FOR THE PROPER ADMINISTRATION OF MEETINGS OR BUSINESS MAY BE MADE,  REPEALED OR AMENDED BY A GENERAL MEETING OR BY A COMMITTEE MEETING SUBJECT TO SUBSEQUENT DISALLOWANCE AT A GENERAL MEETING,  PROVIDED THAT NOT LESS THAN FOURTEEN (14) DAYS WRITTEN NOTICE OF THE PROPOSED NEW RULE,  REPEAL OR AMENDMENT HAS BEEN DISTRIBUTED IN ACCORD WITH THIS CONSTITUTION.
